From Father Conner  

 
Thank You!!! 
I wish to thank the LAS and the KC’s for their generosity in 
decorating the Parish Hall for last Sunday’s reception as well as for 
preparing the brisket and all the other aspects that lead up to it. 
We are all so very thankful for your efforts! 
 

Follow up on last month’s “modesty exhortation” 
I’d like to offer follow up on my remarks on modesty with a few 
more and then offer some practical considerations for proper 
attire on SJoA’s campus. We live in immodest times. That’s putting 
it lightly. It’s easy for us, being ever-immersed in this filth, to lose 
sight of the gravity of immodesty and lust. We must not fall into 
this trap. They are snares laid by the Father of Lies himself! 
Unrepented of lust causes the eternal separation of a soul from 
God. In other words, without sincere conversion, lust leads to hell. 
Our Blessed Lord and St. Paul, to mention only two, spoke clearly 
on this. (Check out Matthew 5:28ff and 1 Corinthians 6:9-11.) 
Dressing, acting, and speaking with modesty, however, counter the 
lustful desires we experience in our fallen human nature. We act 
foolishly by underestimating the power of modesty. We act 
recklessly when we deny it outright. As St. Thomas Aquinas once 
wrote: “In the realm of evil thoughts, none induces to sin as much 
as do thoughts that concern the pleasure of the flesh.” We must take 
modesty seriously. 
 

With this in mind, I would propose the following as something of a 
guidepost for us at SJoA. You remember no doubt the bulletin 
insert with the image of the sign outside of St. Peter’s Basilica in 
Rome. A person is granted entry into the basilica only if his attire 
conforms to those standards. While I really haven’t noticed 
anything blatantly immodest during Mass, I have seen things that 
would not have satisfied the Pope’s standards. I’m sure His 
Holiness, were he stationed as the Parish Priest of SJoA, would 
expect nothing less of the people here than he does of those in 
Rome. So then, let’s make the Papa proud by always attiring 
ourselves modestly, both here on the grounds of SJoA and 
everywhere else besides! 
 
On a practical level, I would ask that these things not be worn on 
SJoA’s campus:  
 
 Shorts cut above the knee 

o Shorts should never be worn during holy Mass 
o Short shorts should never be worn at SJoA events 

 Dresses or skirts cut above the knee 
 Dresses or shirts cut more than 3 fingers breadth below the 

neckline … front or back 
 Dresses, skirts, or shirts without sleeves 
 Formfitting dresses, skirts, or shirts 
 Exercise tights without dresses/shorts extending at least to 

the knees (Tights are undergarments.) 
 Tight fitting (aka, “skinny”) jeans  
 
Some may protest: “Who do you think you are telling me how to 
dress???” My reply is, “Don’t confuse the matter under discussion. I 
am speaking of modesty, not choosing someone’s wardrobe.” I’ve 
grown so weary of this mindset that no one can offer advice, or 
guidance, or encouragement to others if it affects their “lifestyle.” 
(Isn’t that precisely what Cain did to God, saying that his brother 
wasn’t his responsibility? See Genesis 4:1-16.) I care about each of 
you. It’s my desire to form you into the image of Christ. Do I love 
you less by drawing attention to harmful things that will keep you 
and others from going to heaven? Should I remain silent in the face 

of a threat to your eternal welfare, to the welfare of others? A 
person without genuine love for others slips into indifferentism. 
He feigns respect by shirking his responsibility to lead others to 
that which is truly good. He excuses himself on the ground of being 
polite. Is there anything more pitiful than a cold or cowardly 
Christian? St. John Chrysostom doesn’t think so: “There is nothing 
colder than a Christian,” he taught, “who does not seek to save 
others.”  
 
True charity summons each of us to lead others toward good and 
away from evil. The apparel mentioned above is either 
inappropriate in some circumstances or immoral by its very 
nature. As such, it is entirely consistent with charity that I offer 
guidance. As Parish Priest, moreover, I have the specific 
responsibility of teaching, sanctifying, and governing this ecclesial 
parish (cf. Code of Canon Law, 519). I take this seriously. St. John 
Paul II once taught that it is the duty of every man to uphold the 
dignity of every woman (cf. General Audience 11/24/1982). Who 
could doubt that this saintly pontiff would have permitted the 
statement to be applied to women as well? It is also the duty of 
every woman to uphold the dignity of every man. Modesty upholds 
our dignity. Immodesty threatens it. We must, all of us, every man 
and woman, oppose immodesty because it threatens the God-given 
dignity of each person. Even in the face of resistance, even when 
not popular, we must strive for the true, good and beautiful. Let me 
quote St. Paul here: 
 
“I charge you in the presence of God and of Christ Jesus Who is to 
judge the living and the dead, and by His appearing and His 
kingdom: preach the word, be urgent in season and out of season, 
convince, rebuke, and exhort, be unfailing in patience and in 
teaching. For the time is coming when people will not endure sound 
teaching, but having itching ears they will accumulate for themselves 
teachers to suit their own likings, and will turn away from listening to 
the truth and wander into myths. As for you, always be steady, 
endure suffering, do the work of an evangelist, fulfill your ministry.”  
(2 Timothy 4:1-5) 
 
We must not simulate charity but practice it by truly caring for one 
another, which we cannot were we to diminish the sin of 
immodesty. 
 
Corpus Christi Procession 
Next Sunday we will commemorate the external observance of 
Corpus Christi. For your information, the proper day of Corpus 
Christi is the Thursday after Trinity Sunday, which is nine days 
before the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart (almost as if it’s a novena 
for the Sacred Heart!). Like a few other very important feasts, 
Corpus Christi has been transferred to the following Sunday in 
these modern times. I urge you to take part in the Eucharistic 
procession following the 10:00 am Mass next Sunday. We have two 
Eucharistic processions per year: on Corpus Christi and for Christ 
the King. A Eucharistic procession provides a forceful 
demonstration of faith in the Real Presence. Participating in a 
Eucharistic procession is a convenient way for us to give witness to 
our faith that Christ remains with us until the end of time (cf. Mt. 
28:20). It’s also an opportunity to be showered with heavenly 
graces. St. Alphonsus Ligouri has taught that, while God can 
answer prayers from any place we make them, in His providence 
He has promised to give more abundant graces to those who make 
prayers in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament.
